To all ST referees, coaches and skaters. In the past the 1st assistant, chief referee or other designate referee would blow the whistle at the end of the race to signal the meet participants that the race had been completed. 
In keeping with BCSSA ODC’s practice of standardizing protocols across Canada, for the 2014 season this has been changed to reflect the new ISU rule.
The rule is

ISU Green book 2014, page 120, rule 298, Heat Box, 3.a)

 The end of the race is declared by the Referee. Different means can be used to communicate that information to the Skaters and all Officials. Any Skater who has not yet finished will be declared finished by the Referee, but no time will be assigned.  The referee will indicate the end of the race by two blasts of his/her whistle.

This will be implemented for the first meet of the 2014-2015 season.
